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Sex and Relationship Education (SRE) Policy
Our Aim
To provide a secure environment where children can be taught about sex and relationships, appropriate to their age and maturity, within the framework for SMSC. 
 Values Framework 
All those who teach aspects of SRE within school, including visitors, are expected to be guided by the following values framework which represents the values held in common by the whole school community. 
The teaching of SRE will encourage pupils to: 
• Value and respect themselves 

• Value and respect others 

• Value and respect differences in people’s religion, culture, sexual orientation, physical and mental ability and social background 

The personal beliefs and attitudes of teachers will not influence the teaching of SRE in this school.
Definition of Sex and Relationship Education

It is lifelong learning about physical, moral and emotional development.  It is about the understanding of the importance of stable and loving relationships, respect, love and care.  It is also about the teaching of sex, sexuality and sexual health. (IT IS NOT ABOUT THE PROMOTION OF SEXUAL ORIENTATION OR SEXUAL ACTIVITY).

It has 3 main elements:
Attitudes and values 

Personal and social skills

Knowledge and understanding

Our objectives:
· To teach children the values of stable family life, the responsibilities of parenthood and relationships.
· To emphasize the value of love, respect and care

· To explore, consider and understand moral dilemmas

· To understand the importance of values and individual conscience

· To develop critical thinking as part of decision making

· To learn to manage emotions and relationships with confidence and sensitivity

· To develop self respect and empathy for others 

· To be able to make choices passed on an understanding of difference and without prejudice, based on an understanding of differences.
· To develop an appreciation of the consequences of choices made 

· To develop strategies for managing conflict

· To learn how to recognize and avoid exploitation and abuse

· To learn about physical development at appropriate stages

· To understand human sexuality, reproduction, sexual health, emotions and relationships at an appropriate level for the age and maturity of the child

How is Sex and Relationship Education provided and who is responsible for providing it?

Class teachers and teaching assistants, with support of the School Health Adviser and the Life Education Caravan provide SRE. The co-ordinator is Mrs Dodd.
In Key Stage 1 children are taught:
· To consider the routines and patterns of a typical day.

· To understand how they can look after themselves eg. Dressing and undressing

· To understand why hygiene is important and to learn basic hygiene routines

· To recognise that all families are different and how members of a family can help each other. 

· To introduce concept of growing and changing including how babies become children and then adults.

· To know who we can ask for help

· In Y2 – to name the male and female body parts using accurate anatomical terminology.

· To introduce concept of male and female stereotypes

· To describe differences between male and female animals
· To learn about keeping bodies safe and which parts are private
These ideas are further developed in Key Stage 2.  The children are also taught:

· To explore differences between males and females and name body parts
· To consider touch and know that a person has the right to say what they like and dislike

· To further explore different types of families

· To explore the human lifecycle and body changes that happen when a child grows up

· To learn about puberty and how it is linked to reproduction (Y5/6)

· To learn about keeping safe on the Internet and learn about grooming/ predatory behaviour

Dealing with Difficult Questions 
Ground rules are essential to provide an agreed structure to answering sensitive or difficult questions. This framework facilitates the use of an anonymous question box as a distancing technique. 
Teachers will endeavour to answer questions as honestly as possible, but if faced with a question they do not feel comfortable answering within the classroom, provision would be made to meet the individual child’s needs. This may involve referring the child back to their parent/carer, school health advisor, young person’s health drop-in service for an answer, or seeking advice from the PSHE co-ordinators.
Children with Special Needs 

Teaching and resources will be differentiated as appropriate to address the needs of these children in order for them to have full access to the content of SRE. Additional materials from Project Phoenix (Manchester Police) will also be used.
Resources 
· In Foundation to Y4 the Christopher Winters scheme of work will be followed

· The ‘Underwear Rule’ –NSPCC  ‘Safe in Pants’ material will be used in Y1 and Y2.

· In Y5 and Y6 the school health advisor and the Life Education team will come into school to work with the children.

· In Y6 the Barnardo’s material ‘Real Love Rocks’ will be used 

· The National Curriculum science scheme will also be delivered

· A range of age appropriate child friendly reading books will be used to raise awareness of a range of different family structures.
Withdrawal from SRE lessons

Parents and carers have the right to withdraw their own child from SRE lessons that are not part of the statutory science curriculum. They must advise school in writing if they choose to do this.

Any parent or carer who has any concerns about any aspect of SRE is requested to speak to the Head teacher.
Monitoring of the SRE Policy

The monitoring of this area of the curriculum will be in line with the monitoring of all other areas.

Planning will be monitored; lesson observations carried out and discussions with pupils will take place to evaluate their learning. Any training needs will be identified through monitoring.
Policy Development, Dissemination and Review Process 
This policy was drafted by the SRE co-ordinator in consultation with the SEN co-ordinator, SMSC co-ordinator, parent/carer representatives, governor representatives and the School Health Adviser. Parents/carers were given the opportunity to view materials to be used at a parents’ evening and the teaching and non-teaching staff had the opportunity to discuss it at a staff training session. The draft policy was then sent out by email to all families. The policy was then ratified by the governing body.

It will be reviewed every two years. – Next review 2018
