One of our focuses this year is to improve vocabulary knowledge, use
and understanding across the school. We have selected the new hooks
wvery corefully to ensure that they support the children with their
rvocobulary acquisition, preparing them for upper key stage 2 .and
hbeyond.

Alongside the new hooks, we hove also got .o new assessment system.
This will ensure that the children develop a deeper understanding .of the
Adifferent text types hefore they .move on to the next level. Yowr child
may therefore bring home a hook that is a Adifferent hook hand to .one
that they have had previously .and may move through the different
hook hands .at o slower poce.
